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HEDGES IN POLITICAL INTERVIEWS: CONTRASTIVE ANALYSIS IN
ENGLISH AND SERBIAN

ABSTRACT

The aim of this doctoral dissertation has been to analyze the discourse of the
political interview in English and Serbian in order to determine which linguistic means
act as hedges and what are their basic pragmatic functions. In addition, it is supposed to
determine the similarities and dissimilarities between the linguistic realizations of hedges
in both languages. For this purpose the following research methods are used: corpus
analysis and contrastive method. The corpus consists of 23 interviews in English and 25
interviews in Serbian. The transcripts of the interviews were collected in 2014 and 2015

via the Internet.

The basis of the empirical research is the classification of hedges that
distinguishes between (i) hedges that flout Grice’s Maxims, and (ii) hedges that help
politicians avoid their responsibility. The former include the following linguistic devices:
adverbs — E. almost, kind of, essentially, technically... / S. ckopo, donexne, omnpunuxe,
cmpozo 2o08opehu..., number approximators, non-factive verbs and phrases, modal verbs,
modal adverbs and adjectives, conditional clauses, verbs of perception, evidential adverbs
and adjectives; the latter include reported evidence, introductory phrases and hedged

performative.

Finally, we conclude that the hedges which appear in the interviews in English
and Serbian are pragmatically conditioned. Not only do they attenuate the illocutionary
force of a speech act, but they also help politicians save their negative face in case their
utterance turns out not to be true. Furthermore, there is a high degree of similarity on the
pragmatic-semantic level, whereas the dissimilarities are noted on the morpho-syntactic
level, especially with modal verbs and conditional clauses. It is also noted that pragmatic
hedges are more frequently used in the interviews in English than in the interviews in

Serbian. This difference in frequency may form the basis for further research.
